Fraud & Scams – How to Protect Yourself
Most people never think about the day-to-day activities that expose personal information to identity 
thieves – until it’s too late. Here are a few simple steps that can help keep your information safe:  
Remove “extra” information – such as your SSN, home phone, and date of birth from your checks. 
A merchant cannot require you to write your SSN on a check.   
Remove your SSN from your driver’s license  
Check your bank account and credit card statements, phone and utility bills as soon as you get 
them. Report any discrepancies immediately.   
Never respond to an e-mail or phone call asking you to confirm or verify account information, 
even if it looks “official.” Instead, call the customer service number listing on the company’s billing 
statement to check the account.   
Shop online only with reputable businesses and make sure the site is secure before providing credit 
card information.   
Never give out your credit card number or other personal information over the telephone unless 
you initiated the call and you are sure it is a reputable company.   
Shred any papers, documents, or statements that contain account or personal information before 
throwing them away. Shred junk mail and credit card applications too.   
Call the National Credit Bureaus, toll free at 1-888-567-8688 to stop receiving unsolicited credit 
card applications (you will have to provide your SSN), or online at www.optoutprescreen.com
